KIT (Kids Into Thinking) RECORD SHEET

KIT #1    Multiplication Bombardment
A math KIT like this one will be sent home with your homework packet on the last day of each week.  The KIT will contain hands-on materials for practicing multiplication facts in a game format.  Keep the KIT for the entire week to help prepare for your multiplication tests.  This KIT must be returned on the day when homework packets are due so a new KIT can be taken home.  Students who do not return KITs or return them with missing or damaged pieces may not be allowed to check out any more KITs. Using the KIT is optional but lots of FUN- share it with your family and see how your math skills improve!

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MATERIALS IN THIS KIT:  10 paper plates, 1 beanbag.  Use your own flashcards.

	DIRECTIONS FOR THIS KIT:
Spread paper plates out on the floor.  Put a flashcard under each plate.  The first player throws the bean bag or a paper airplane at the plates, turns over the card underneath, and says the product.  If correct, s/he keeps the card and it is replaced with a new card.  If wrong, turn the card back over for another player to try to hit.  The player with the most correct “hits” when all cards in the stack are gone (or time is up) wins.
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KIT #2  Tables Bingo
A math KIT like this one will be sent home with your homework packet on the last day of each week.  The KIT will contain hands-on materials for practicing multiplication facts in a game format.  Keep the KIT for the entire week to help prepare for your multiplication tests.  This KIT must be returned on the day when homework packets are due so a new KIT can be taken home. 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MATERIALS IN THIS KIT: bingo cards, number cards, chips.  

	DIRECTIONS FOR THIS KIT:
Decide which times table each player wants to practice- you can practice more than one at a time.  Each player takes 1 (or more) bingo cards.  Turn all cards facedown.  Take turns flipping over the cards and read the multiplication fact out loud.  Any players who have the product on their card(s) can cover the product with a chip.  The first player to cover an entire card with chips wins.  
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KIT #3  Multiplication Battle
A math KIT like this one will be sent home with your homework packet on the last day of each week.  The KIT will contain hands-on materials for practicing multiplication facts in a game format.  Keep the KIT for the entire week to help prepare for your multiplication tests.  This KIT must be returned on the day when homework packets are due so a new KIT can be taken home.  Students who do not return KITs or return them with missing or damaged pieces may not be allowed to check out any more KITs.   Using the KIT is optional but lots of FUN- share it with your family and see how your math skills improve!

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MATERIALS IN THIS KIT:  deck of cards.  

	DIRECTIONS FOR THIS KIT:
This game is like the card game ‘War’.  Two players can play this at a time.  Deal the entire deck of cards out evenly to each player, keeping the cards facedown.  On the count of three, both players flip over their top card at the same time.  The first person to multiply the two cards together correctly gets to keep both cards.  In case of a tie, players should flip over their next cards, and the winner gets to keep all 4.  The person who has the most cards when time is up (or whoever gets all of the cards) is the winner.
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KIT #7 Bingo Stars
A math KIT like this one will be sent home with your homework packet on the last day of each week.  The KIT will contain hands-on materials for practicing multiplication facts in a game format.  Keep the KIT for the entire week to help prepare for your multiplication tests.  This KIT must be returned on the day when homework packets are due so a new KIT can be taken home.  Students who do not return KITs or return them with missing or damaged pieces may not be allowed to check out any more KITs.   Using the KIT is optional but lots of FUN- share it with your family and see how your math skills improve!

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MATERIALS IN THIS KIT: game board, game markers, bingo board for each times table, chips, die.

	DIRECTIONS FOR THIS KIT:
Decide which times table you want to work on (such as 4’s facts) and take out only that bingo board. (Both players share one board.  Players can share more than one board at a time to make the game more interesting).  Each player chooses a playing piece color and places it on the game board  START square.  Take turns rolling the die and moving around the game board.  When a player lands on a number that has a matching problem on the bingo board, she or he covers that answer up on the bingo board with his or her color bingo chip.  If you get to the end of the board, move your piece back to the beginning and keep playing.  Continue playing until one player gets three-in-a-row on the bingo board.
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KIT #5 Multiplication Memory
A math KIT like this one will be sent home with your homework packet on the last day of each week.  The KIT will contain hands-on materials for practicing multiplication facts in a game format.  Keep the KIT for the entire week to help prepare for your multiplication tests.  This KIT must be returned on the day when homework packets are due so a new KIT can be taken home.  Students who do not return KITs or return them with missing or damaged pieces may not be allowed to check out any more KITs.   Using the KIT is optional but lots of FUN- share it with your family and see how your math skills improve!

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MATERIALS IN THIS KIT:  cards for each times table.  

	DIRECTIONS FOR THIS KIT:
Decide which times tables (such as 4’s facts) you want to practice and take out only those cards.  You can practice more than one table at a time.  Spread out all cards, keeping them face down.  Players take turns flipping over two cards at a time to make a match.  If a player gets a match, he or she keeps the match and takes another turn.  If a match is not made, he or she flips the cards back over and the next player takes a turn.  Continue playing until all cards have been matched: the player with the most matches wins.  
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KIT #6 Slap Happy
A math KIT like this one will be sent home with your homework packet on the last day of each week.  The KIT will contain hands-on materials for practicing multiplication facts in a game format.  Keep the KIT for the entire week to help prepare for your multiplication tests.  This KIT must be returned on the day when homework packets are due so a new KIT can be taken home.  Students who do not return KITs or return them with missing or damaged pieces may not be allowed to check out any more KITs. 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MATERIALS IN THIS KIT: cards for each times table.

	DIRECTIONS FOR THIS KIT:
Decide which times tables (such as 4’s facts) you want to practice and take out only those cards.  You can practice more than one table at a time.  Shuffle the cards well.  Spread out the cards in a long row (or several long rows if you don’t have a lot of space).  Keep all cards face down.  The first player begins flipping over the cards, starting from the left and going down the row slowly.  When any player sees a match, she or he slaps the two cards that match.  If that player is correct, s/he gets to keep the match and it is that players’ turn to continue flipping over the cards in the row.  If a player slaps two cards that are not a match, s/he must give another player one of the matches s/he has already gotten (or if that player doesn’t have any, the player must give up the next match s/he gets).  The player with the most matches when all cards are gone is the winner.
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KIT #4 Break The Eggs
A math KIT like this one will be sent home with your homework packet on the last day of each week.  The KIT will contain hands-on materials for practicing multiplication facts in a game format.  Keep the KIT for the entire week to help prepare for your multiplication tests.  This KIT must be returned on the day when homework packets are due so a new KIT can be taken home.  Students who do not return KITs or return them with missing or damaged pieces may not be allowed to check out any more KITs. 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MATERIALS IN THIS KIT: special egg carton, 10 labeled chips, one die, times table.

	DIRECTIONS FOR THIS KIT:
To practice just one times tables: Find the chip that has the number of the times table you want to practice on it (for example, if you want to practice 4’s facts, find the 4’s chip).  Place it inside the egg carton.  Hold the carton closed and shake it.  Open the carton and see where the chip landed.  Multiply the number on the chip times the number in the egg carton section the chip landed in.  Take turns playing with the other players.  Keep score if you want (one point for each correct answer).

To practice all facts: Put the die inside the egg carton instead of the chip and play the same way as above, except that you multiply the number on the die times the number in the egg carton the die landed in.

Note: You can use the times table to help you figure out the answers to the 11’s and 12’s facts.
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KIT #8 Rotten Bananas
A math KIT like this one will be sent home with your homework packet on the last day of each week.  The KIT will contain hands-on materials for practicing multiplication facts in a game format.  Keep the KIT for the entire week to help prepare for your multiplication tests.  This KIT must be returned on the day when homework packets are due so a new KIT can be taken home.  Students who do not return KITs or return them with missing or damaged pieces may not be allowed to check out any more KITs.   Using the KIT is optional but lots of FUN- share it with your family and see how your math skills improve!

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MATERIALS IN THIS KIT: cards, boards, banana pieces.

	DIRECTIONS FOR THIS KIT:
Each player takes a board.  Keep the banana pieces in the bag.  Turn the cards face down in a stack. Choose which times table you want to work on. Player One flips over the top card and multiplies that number times the number in the times table you want to work on.  (For example, if you want to practice 4’s facts and you flip over a card that says 7, you multiply 4x7).  If Player One says the correct answer, she or he places a banana from the bag onto his or her board.  If Player One is incorrect or cannot answer, the next player gets the banana.  Take turns playing this way one players’ board is entirely filled.  The other player is… a rotten banana!
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KIT #9 Speed 
A math KIT like this one will be sent home with your homework packet on the last day of each week.  The KIT will contain hands-on materials for practicing multiplication facts in a game format.  Keep the KIT for the entire week to help prepare for your multiplication tests.  This KIT must be returned on the day when homework packets are due so a new KIT can be taken home.  Students who do not return KITs or return them with missing or damaged pieces may not be allowed to check out any more KITs.   Using the KIT is optional but lots of FUN- share it with your family and see how your math skills improve!

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MATERIALS IN THIS KIT: 2 regular dice and 2 dice with larger numbers, paper and pencil to keep score.

	DIRECTIONS FOR THIS KIT:
Decide which dice to use (the two with larger numbers make the game more challenging). Two players can play at a time. 

To practice all facts: Each player takes one die and on the count of three, they roll at the same time.  The first player to multiply the numbers on the two dice together gets a point.  (Optional: if a player gives an incorrect answer, the other player can earn a point).  The person with the most points when time is up is the winner.

To practice one times table (for example, the 4’s):  Decide which times table to practice.  Players take turns rolling one die.  The first player to correctly multiply the number shown on the die times the number of the times table you want to practice (such as 4) earns a point.
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KIT #10 Beat the Clock
A math KIT like this one will be sent home with your homework packet on the last day of each week.  The KIT will contain hands-on materials for practicing multiplication facts in a game format.  Keep the KIT for the entire week to help prepare for your multiplication tests.  This KIT must be returned on the day when homework packets are due so a new KIT can be taken home.  Students who do not return KITs or return them with missing or damaged pieces may not be allowed to check out any more KITs.   Using the KIT is optional but lots of FUN- share it with your family and see how your math skills improve!

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MATERIALS IN THIS KIT: timer.  Use your own flashcards.

	DIRECTIONS FOR THIS KIT:  Decide which times table you want to practice (such as 4’s facts) and make a stack with the flashcards for those facts.  You can practice more than one times table at once. Set the timer for 2 minutes.  Player One begins flipping through the flashcards and Player Two says the products as quickly as possible. (If you run out of cards before time is up, go through the same cards again). Player One should keep separate piles: a pile for flashcards Player Two answered correctly and a pile for the ones s/he answered incorrectly.  When the timer goes off, stop and count the flashcards that Player Two got correct.  Write down that number. Then switch roles and write down how many Player Two got correct.  Play the game again (round two) so that both players get a chance to beat their own score from the first round.  The object of the game is for each player to beat his or her own score from the first round.
